    CITY COUNCIL BUSINESS MEETING






 June 1, 2026
The Clarksville City Council met in regular session on June 1, 2026 in the City Council Chambers at 6:30 p.m. with Mayor Jerald Heuer presiding and Council Members: Jessi Reints, Wesley Voss, David Kelm, and Ruth Saulsbury. Absent: Jeremy Hoerman. City employees present were: Molly Bohlen, City Clerk, Jared Brunner, Maintenance came late, and Chief Mackey.  
Motion Voss, Saulsbury approve Agenda for June 1, 2026. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
Saulsbury states that she has heard there is a pothole that needs filled on Wilmans Street and also some city buyout properties that needed mowed. Heuer and Clerk provided update that cold patch will be coming to town in the next week and that the buyouts were mowed last Friday. Voss states that there are 2 intake sewer drains on east side of town that are not taking in water during the heavy rains. Maintenance will be notified. 

Mayor Topics: Nuisance Property update provided by Heuer. States that initial letter went out in December 2025 and Skillen was given until Spring to clean up and get rid of vehicles, garbage, etc. He was provided an extension which expired today. Voss states he feels the property has gotten worse in the last couple of months instead of better. Heuer would like Council opinion in order to move forward with the process. 
Motion Saulsbury, Reints to approve starting process for municipal infraction on Nuisance Property owned by Rob Skillen, 802 S. Main St. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
Mackey states that he spoke with Lanny and he did clean up garage area, however there are some items in the back yard/side yard that Mayor was able to look at. Clerk was provided with pictures of the property by a neighbor and presented to Council. 

Motion Kelm, Reints to table discussion of Nuisance Property owned by Stephanie & Lanny Pierce, 229 N. Traer St. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  

Nuisances Vehicles: Heuer and the Police Dept. have been working on getting nuisance vehicles cleaned up and moved if needed and Heuer would like to continue to keep working on vehicles as they come up. Mackey states that if Council sees questionable vehicles to send him a message or call. Kelm states that there is a property on E. Poisal St. that is starting to get some vehicles piling up as well. Council also brought up concern at Skyler Henning’s property with the vehicles that are there. Police Department will make contact with him. Heuer states that he also had a conversation with Les Richardson of Redline regarding his property with the accumulation of pallets, vehicles, etc. Mackey inquired about the campers and truck parked at Lizzy Lou’s, Reints states that she knows the pickup truck is registered, but is unsure of the camper situation. Reints states that one of the campers is used for recreational purposes. Reints struggling with how to determine what vehicles/campers are considered a nuisance because there are many that could fall into that category. Reints personally feels that campers could be allowed along Main Street. 
1. Rental Property Inspections: Heuer states that he would like to meet with the committee that was set up and move forward getting a process and procedure put in place. Kelm and Hoerman are on the committee. 
2. Nuisance Conference: Heuer states that the conference was very informative. They were able to discuss city situations, rental property inspection and processes that have worked for other towns. One big take away from the meeting is that it is important to treat all residents the same no matter the economic status or situation. 
Motion Kelm, Voss to approve consent agenda including May Financial Reports & Claims and Minutes (05/18/2026).  Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
Building Permit: 

1. William Forry: 202 W. Poisal St., adding a dog fence around property off the property line. Motion Saulsbury, Reints to approve building permit as presented by Clerk in absence of Maintenance. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
2. Ashten Fenneman: 115 E. Wamsley, adding 4 feet black chain link fence to backyard. Motion Reints, Kelm to approve building permit as presented by Maintenance. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
3. James Worthy: 403 W. Greene St., adding un-attached pre-fab garage 14x24 to property. Motion Reints, Voss to approve building permit as presented by Maintenance. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
Motion Kelm, Voss to approve agreement for Maintenance and Repair of Primary Roads in Municipalities by Iowa DOT. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
Chicken Ordinance Discussion: Heuer & Saulsbury have been working on Chicken Ordinance together to allow chickens and ducks. Saulsbury discussed what her initial recommendations were, as well as noting some changes that could be made regarding landlords, how to dispose of chicken waste and changes with when City officials can come on resident’s property. 
Nuisance Abatement of Vehicle: Police Department provided update of process so far.
1. Kenneth Keough: 109 N. Elizabeth St.-he did get rid of 1 vehicle on his property and the remaining one he will need when he gets his license back. This vehicle is registered. 
2. Chase Goddard: 533 W. Weare St.-has 2 vehicles by alleyway that for the last 2 years he has told Mackey he was going to get rid of or move neither of which have taken place. 
Motion Saulsbury, Kelm to approve the abatement of 2 vehicles by city personnel owned by Chase Goddard at 533 W. Weare St. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  

3. Kayla Doty: 215 W. Poisal St.-has fixed vehicle in question and has moved it. 
Pickleball Nets that were purchased in the spring are beginning to show wear from the wind and people moving them. Maintenance discussed possibility of making the set up more permanent with pillars but that would hinder other activities that would occur on the court. Maintenance and Council wondered about putting up signs to denote where people could use skateboards/skates as well. 
Main Street Parking: Reints states that the fellow that has been a problem in the past that maybe they are starting to make some progress with the situation. Reints states that she doesn’t feel that if they are going to make changes it should be for the entire Main Street area not just the south part of Main Street. She offers suggestions of additional signage denoting no residential parking on Main Street Monday-Friday. She also feels if it is only going to be changed on the south side that the whole things should be dropped. 
Employee Reviews: Clerk reminds committee that 2 employees are up for review. 
Motion Voss, Saulsbury to adjourn regular City Council meeting at 7:55 pm. Ayes: Reints, Voss, Kelm, Saulsbury. Nays: None. Absent: Hoerman.  
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
